We are beginning the book of Leviticus!  In Hebrew, this 
book is called “Vayikra” which means “and He called”.  
When God “called” to Moses, Moses always had ears to 
hear!  Yeshua often said to His disciples, “for those who 
have ears to hear.”  


Did you know that Orthodox Jewish children learn Torah by 
starting in the book of Vayikra, the book of Leviticus!  Not in 
Genesis or Exodus, which we might think would be the 
place they would start.  Why is this?  It is because their 
hearts are pure, therefore the midrash says, “let them study 
laws of purity” (Leviticus Rabbah 7:3).  The book of 
Leviticus is all about purification, holiness, cleanliness and 
atonement, coming to God and drawing near Him from a 
pure heart.  It gives “instructions” how to do that in the 
times of the Tabernacle , when they would be dwelling so 
near to a Holy God.  Amazingly, a child who begins Torah 
could enter this book of Vayikra with their pure heart and 
uncluttered mind.


Yeshua said we have to be like children to enter the 
Kingdom (Matthew 18:3, Luke 18:16).  It is not the size of 
our offering or tithe or the sacrifice God is looking for.  It is 
our hearts!! We have been cleansed by the blood of the 
Lamb, our Messiah Yeshua.  May we hear Him as He calls 
to us.  May we and our loved ones draw near to Him, pray 
near to Him, dance near to Him, live fully a life of worship to 
Him.  And  may He draw near to us!!
